  As I was growing up, I remember several axioms I was taught by my family and close friends.  I 
didn't think much of them during my formative years, but as I have traveled down life's path, I've realized 
they were correct in what they were teaching me in this way (it is amazing how much those people have 
learned as I've aged!)
