Does Membership Really Matter?

During the NE Area September Clergy
Coaching Sessions, several pastors observed that
membership doesn’t seem to matter to a growing
number of folks. In fact, for many-particularly in our
younger generations-membership can be a
deterrent.

In a growing number of churches, including
Disciples congregations, members and participants
are being encouraged to participate on a deeper
level, one that represents a move from mere
membership and claiming to be a Christian to
becoming a disciple who strives to live one’s faith in
everyday life. One Disciples congregation
challenged members to step-up from the WATERS
to:
worship weekly and pray daily
attend a small group
tithe time, talent, treasure, and testimony
employ your spiritual gifts
reach out to others
strive to live as Jesus teaches

traits.

As I've grown and learned as a Christian over years, I've noticed the Bible does not speak of a solitary "Jesus and
Me" version of Christianity. When God brings us into His family, He spiritually connects us with other believers.
The physical manifestation of that connection is the church -- a group gathered by God to honor Him through
community, obedience, and praise.

We can see in the Bible the idea of the church develops gradually, beginning in the Old Testament in the
Garden of Eden, growing during the ministry of Moses, maturing with the building of the Temple by Solomon, and
then taking its final form on the Day of Pentecost in Acts 2.

It's natural for our understanding of the place of the church in our lives to develop slowly as well -- that's the
way it developed in the Bible. Take your time as you study, and look at how God has grown His church, and ask
yourself how you fit in. At our church, there are myriads of ways to be involved. In worship -- prayer and devotion
are a Christian's greatest source of strength. There are no set doctrines or uniform rules, so each person can find
the methods that suit him or her best. In fellowship -- church members join together in many ways, sharing each
other's joys and sorrows, helping each other follow Christ's way in every area of daily life. In service -- God has
given each Christian unique gifts and talents. The church offers many and varied opportunities to put them to use
locally, nationally and worldwide.

Because God has set us aside to glorify Him together, we must regularly participate in a Christ-centered
church. Because God is no discriminator against persons, He has called people from every place and every time
to be involved in His work. Because God shows us the role of the church in our lives, we can celebrate the
blessings and responsibilities together of membership in our church. Because God has called us to change the
world, we can give our time and resources to accomplish the holy goals of telling others the Good News of Jesus
Christ, and nurture in fostering our church family and local community, teaching the things of God, and developing
spiritual maturity -- both within ourselves and others.

You may think, "This sounds like a big job! How can | serve? Where do I fit in?" | promise you there are
many things to do, and many places to fit in our church family. The Nominating Committee is hard at work right
now contacting our church family regarding needs to be filled in the 2009-2010 church year. The church needs
you: to participate in its ongoing mission -- spreading the good news of salvation and redemption to all people
everywhere, to support its many important worldwide activities -- and the efforts of all religious groups to help
people, to learn about God and God's plan for us.
