My Friends, 
  There are three things I have learned in the recent years of my life.  Learning these things has 
profoundly changed how I view my life.  The first is that my main and paramount obligation and 
opportunity in life is to be a Christian -- not necessarily a Pastor, Preacher, Patrol Officer, Mason, 
Kiwanian, or any of the other things I've been involved in.  The second thing I've learned is that I don't 
know what that actually means.  I am called, as the Apostle Paul says, "to be a steward of the mystery 
of Christ."  And third, because of this, I am forced to my knees each day in prayer to discover by God's 

grace what it means, and how I can best live it out.   
  I'm learning that we trust in a Person, not a set of answers, and this person is often, if not always, different from who 
we think He is.  I often see first hand that a huge tragedy of our world is that so many people are unfamiliar with our Lord 
Jesus Christ, and on the other hand, it is equally tragic that some of us are too familiar with Him, in the sense that we think we 
know it all.  It is so very easy to feel, without realizing it, that we really understand everything, and have in our grasp the full 
significance of His life within and among us.  I have often toyed with the idea, in the back of my mind, of putting forth a decree 
that reads: BE IT HEREBY ENACTED THAT EVERY THREE YEARS ALL PEOPLE SHALL FORGET WHATEVER THEY 
HAVE LEARNED ABOUT JESUS, AND SHALL BEGIN THE STUDY ALL OVER AGAIN.  To me, one of the most exciting 
things about the Christian faith is that we'll never fully understand it.  One of the most attractive things about Jesus is that we 
can't fully comprehend Him.  And, one of the most important things I know about the life He wants to give us is that it is 
different from what we think it is.   
  As we consider our lives, our church, and what God would have us do, we need to begin anew and afresh.  As we 
look at the future, we can know with certainty: 1. God forgives us.  Our past is gone.  It does no good to hang on to the 
tragedies of yesterday (Psalm 103:12, Hebrews 10:17), 2. God loves us tremendously, more than we can ever realize 
(Ephesians 3:19, John 3:16), 3. God has beautiful plans for us, and wants to do good things with us and for us (Jeremiah 
29:11, 1 Corinthians 2:9).   
  If we look up these verses in our Bibles, we'll see that life is much more than the same old grind day after day.  In fact, 
today is just the beginning of a wonderful future in which our journey takes us on a path of discovery of what it means to be 
"born from above," and how we meet each day with a smile knowing the day will be as bright as the promises of God.   
  Let's begin again, and try something NEW, and sing in a NEW way, and pray in a NEW way, and give in a NEW way, 
and love in a NEW way!
