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Dennis’ Doodles  

Why do things have to be so frustrating?  Why can't life be simple and easy?  Why do so many good people have 
pain?  These are questions I have often thought of.  I have prayed and studied, but no fast easy answers have come.  
  However, I do know that all people in all times everywhere have suffered.  Certainly some people have easier or 
harder lives than others, but suffering has always been a part of the human experience.  This is true from the most primitive 
and godless cultures to the great people of the Bible.  Joseph suffered terribly.  So did Moses, David, and Daniel.  So did 
Paul and James.  What about Jesus?  It should come as no surprise to us when difficulties arrive.   
  "Rejoice always; pray without ceasing; in everything give thanks; for this is God's will for you in Christ Jesus."  The 
Apostle Paul shares these admonitions with us in 1 Thessalonians 5:16-18.  These three things will help us moment by 
moment throughout our day.   
  Our joys, prayers, and thankfulness should not fluctuate with our circumstances or feelings.  Things break down, 
people disappoint us, finances disappear, so obeying these three commands -- rejoice, pray without ceasing, and give 
thanks -- often goes against our natural inclinations.  When we make a conscious decision to do what God says, however, 
we will begin to see people in a new perspective.  When we do, we will find it easier to be joyful and thankful.   
  We can not spend all our time in prayer on our knees, but it is possible to have a prayerful attitude in our hearts at 
all times.  This attitude is built upon acknowledging our dependence on God, realizing his presence within us, and 
determining to obey him fully.  Then we will find it natural to pray frequent, spontaneous, short prayers.  A prayerful attitude 
is not a substitute for regular times of prayer but should be an outgrowth of those times.   
  The Apostle Paul was not teaching that we should thank God for everything that happens to us, but in everything.  
Evil does not come from God, so we should not thank him for it.  But, when evil strikes, we can still be thankful for God's 
presence, and for the good that he can accomplish through the distress.   
  We get frustrated, pain gets too intense, and we can easily resent God.  We clench our fists and grind our teeth and 
squint our eyes in rebellion.  Why doesn't God fix our problems?   
  God is not unaware or unaffected by our suffering.  He does not leave us to suffer alone.  Rather, he is always with 
us.  He feels our pain.  He takes in all our pain.  In some mysterious way, God, who is complete and lacks nothing, links 
himself with our suffering.  Even from heaven, when I hurt, God hurts, and so I no longer cry out, "God why don't you make 
it stop hurting?"  He is hurting with me.  In fact, we must not fail to marvel at how God's coming to us in Jesus the Son is the 
most potent way God could and did drink deeply from the bitter waters of human suffering.  And, so there must be a reason 
for suffering which lies beyond me.   
  I often wonder if we have not yet begun to see things from God's point of view.  The Scripture says, God was in 
Christ, reconciling the world to himself" (2 Corinthians 5:19).  Where is God when it hurts?  He is on the cross, taking to 
himself in Christ the pain, agony and terror of all the suffering of all the world for all time.
